Unpaved Road listing. The roads that have over 50 vehicles per day are highlighted along with the
number of calls for service from April 1, 2016 to April 1, 2017. There are a higher number on Route
607 due to a washout that occurred that triggered several calls for service.

Here is a summary of the plan:

The county’s priority from the plan is currently funding the Route 600 West River Road turn lane and
Route 608 Hazelwood Road rural rustic which will encumber your telefees and unpaved road funds
over the six year plan. Therefore, you don’t have to request a new road or project from the
board/public this year. | anticipate we will need to add another unpaved road next year.

No funds will be directed to the countywide traffic items shown on the plan as the balances are
appropriate.

Title 33.2. Highways and Other Surface Transportation Systems
Chapter 3. Highway Systems

§ 33.2-331. Annual meeting with county officers; six-year plan
for secondary state highways; certain reimbursements required

For purposes of this section, "cancellation" means complete elimination of a highway
construction or improvement project from the six-year plan.

The governing body of each county in the secondary state highway system may, jointly with the
representatives of the Department as designated by the Commissioner of Highways, prepare a
six-year plan for the improvements to the secondary state highway system in that county. Each
such six-year plan shall be based upon the best estimate of funds to be available to the county for
expenditure in the six-year period on the secondary state highway system. Each such plan shall
list the proposed improvements, together with an estimated cost of each project so listed.
Following the preparation of the plan, the board of supervisors or other local governing body
shall conduct a public hearing after publishing notice in a newspaper published in or having
general circulation in the county once a week for two successive weeks and posting notice of the
proposed hearing at the front door of the courthouse of such county 10 days before the meeting.
At the public hearings, which shall be conducted jointly by the board of supervisors and the
representative of the Department, the entire six-year plan shall be discussed with the citizens of
the county and their views considered. Following the discussion, the local governing body,
together with the representative of the Department, shall finalize and officially adopt the six-
year plan, which shall then be considered the official plan of the county.

At least once in each calendar year, representatives of the Department in charge of the secondary
state highway system in each county, or some representative of the Department designated by
the Commissioner of Highways, shall meet with the governing body of each county in a regular or
special meeting of the local governing body for the purpose of preparing a budget for the
expenditure of improvement funds for the next fiscal year. The representative of the Department
shall furnish the local governing body with an updated estimate of funds, and the board and the
representative of the Department shall jointly prepare the list of projects to be carried out in that
fiscal year taken from the six-year plan by order of priority and following generally the policies of
the Board in regard to the statewide improvements to the secondary state highway system. Such
list of priorities shall then be presented at a public hearing duly advertised in accordance with
the procedure outlined in this section, and comments of citizens shall be obtained and
considered. Following this public hearing, the board, with the concurrence of the representative
of the Department, shall adopt, as official, a priority program for the ensuing year, and the
Department shall include such listed projects in its secondary highways budget for the county for
that year.

At least once every two years following the adoption of the original six-year plan, the governing
body of each county, together with the representative of the Department, shall update the six-
year plan of the county by adding to it and extending it as necessary so as to maintain it as a plan
encompassing six years. Whenever additional funds for secondary highway purposes become
available, the local governing body may request a revision in its six-year plan in order that such
plan be amended to provide for the expenditure of the additional funds. Such additions and
extensions to each six-year plan shall be prepared in the same manner and following the same
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procedures as outlined herein for its initial preparation. Where the local governing body and the
representative of the Department fail to agree upon a priority program, the local governing body
may appeal to the Commissioner of Highways. The Commissioner of Highways shall consider all
proposed priorities and render a decision establishing a priority program based upon a
consideration by the Commissioner of Highways of the welfare and safety of county citizens.
Such decision shall be binding.

Nothing in this section shall preclude a local governing body, with the concurrence of the
representative of the Department, from combining the public hearing required for revision of a
six-year plan with the public hearing required for review of the list of priorities, provided that
notice of such combined hearing is published in accordance with procedures provided in this
section.

All such six-year plans shall consider all existing highways in the secondary state highway
system, including those in the towns located in the county that are maintained as a part of the
secondary state highway system, and shall be made a public document.

If any county cancels any highway construction or improvement project included in its six-year
plan after the location and design for the project has been approved, such county shall reimburse
the Department the net amount of all funds expended by the Department for planning,
engineering, right-of-way acquisition, demolition, relocation, and construction between the date
on which project development was initiated and the date of cancellation. To the extent that
funds from secondary highway allocations have been expended to pay for a highway construction
or improvement project, all revenues generated from a reimbursement by the county shall be
deposited into that same county's secondary highway allocation. The Commissioner of Highways
may waive all or any portion of such reimbursement at his discretion.

The provisions of this section shall not apply in instances where less than 100 percent of the
right-of-way is available for donation for unpaved highway improvements.

Chapter 3. Highway Systems

§ 33.2-331. Annual meeting with county officers; six-year plan
for secondary state highways; certain reimbursements required

For purposes of this section, "cancellation" means complete elimination of a highway
construction or improvement project from the six-year plan.

The governing body of each county in the secondary state highway system may, jointly with the
representatives of the Department as designated by the Commissioner of Highways, prepare a
six-year plan for the improvements to the secondary state highway system in that county. Each
such six-year plan shall be based upon the best estimate of funds to be available to the county for
expenditure in the six-year period on the secondary state highway system. Each such plan shall
list the proposed improvements, together with an estimated cost of each project so listed.
Following the preparation of the plan, the board of supervisors or other local governing body
shall conduct a public hearing after publishing notice in a newspaper published in or having
general circulation in the county once a week for two successive weeks and posting notice of the
proposed hearing at the front door of the courthouse of such county 10 days before the meeting.
At the public hearings, which shall be conducted jointly by the board of supervisors and the
representative of the Department, the entire six-year plan shall be discussed with the citizens of
the county and their views considered. Following the discussion, the local governing body,
together with the representative of the Department, shall finalize and officially adopt the six-
year plan, which shall then be considered the official plan of the county.

At least once in each calendar year, representatives of the Department in charge of the secondary
state highway system in each county, or some representative of the Department designated by
the Commissioner of Highways, shall meet with the governing body of each county in a regular or
special meeting of the local governing body for the purpose of preparing a budget for the
expenditure of improvement funds for the next fiscal year. The representative of the Department
shall furnish the local governing body with an updated estimate of funds, and the board and the
representative of the Department shall jointly prepare the list of projects to be carried out in that
fiscal year taken from the six-year plan by order of priority and following generally the policies of
the Board in regard to the statewide improvements to the secondary state highway system. Such
list of priorities shall then be presented at a public hearing duly advertised in accordance with
the procedure outlined in this section, and comments of citizens shall be obtained and
considered. Following this public hearing, the board, with the concurrence of the representative
of the Department, shall adopt, as official, a priority program for the ensuing year, and the
Department shall include such listed projects in its secondary highways budget for the county for
that year.

At least once every two years following the adoption of the original six-year plan, the governing
body of each county, together with the representative of the Department, shall update the six-
year plan of the county by adding to it and extending it as necessary so as to maintain it as a plan
encompassing six years. Whenever additional funds for secondary highway purposes become
available, the local governing body may request a revision in its six-year plan in order that such
plan be amended to provide for the expenditure of the additional funds. Such additions and
extensions to each six-year plan shall be prepared in the same manner and following the same

procedures as outlined herein for its initial preparation. Where the local governing body and the
representative of the Department fail to agree upon a priority program, the local governing body
may appeal to the Commissioner of Highways. The Commissioner of Highways shall consider all
proposed priorities and render a decision establishing a priority program based upon a
consideration by the Commissioner of Highways of the welfare and safety of county citizens.
Such decision shall be binding.

Nothing in this section shall preclude a local governing body, with the concurrence of the
representative of the Department, from combining the public hearing required for revision of a
six-year plan with the public hearing required for review of the list of priorities, provided that
notice of such combined hearing is published in accordance with procedures provided in this
section.

All such six-year plans shall consider all existing highways in the secondary state highway
system, including those in the towns located in the county that are maintained as a part of the
secondary state highway system, and shall be made a public document.

If any county cancels any highway construction or improvement project included in its six-year
plan after the location and design for the project has been approved, such county shall reimburse
the Department the net amount of all funds expended by the Department for planning,
engineering, right-of-way acquisition, demolition, relocation, and construction between the date
on which project development was initiated and the date of cancellation. To the extent that
funds from secondary highway allocations have been expended to pay for a highway construction
or improvement project, all revenues generated from a reimbursement by the county shall be
deposited into that same county's secondary highway allocation. The Commissioner of Highways
may waive all or any portion of such reimbursement at his discretion.

The provisions of this section shall not apply in instances where less than 100 percent of the
right-of-way is available for donation for unpaved highway improvements.

CONTRACT FOR CONSOLIDATED
DISPATCH SERVICES

This Contract is entered into this _ day of , 2017, by and between the Board of
Supervisors of King William County, Virginia, the Sheriff of King William County, and the
Town Council of the Town of West Point for services identified herein, on the following terms
and conditions.

I. Definitions:
“County" shall mean the Board of Supervisors of King William County, Virginia.
“Dispatch Services” shall mean the communication of requests for:

1) volunteer fire and emergency medical services, town police services,
sheriff’s services and related service requests, to include notification of
and maintaining communications with dispatched units via electronic
means; and

i1) after hours utilities related emergency calls for King William County and
the Town of West Point.

«“Sheriff" shall mean the Sheriff of King William County, Virginia.

“Town” shall mean the Town of West Point, Virginia.

1I. Authority and Purpose:

This Contract is authorized by Virginia Code § 15.2-1300. Its purpose is to provide more
efficient and cost effective dispatch services by combining operations to the extent feasible.

I11. Contract Period; Termination:

This contract shall begin on July 2, 2017 and it shall continue from year to year. This Contract
may be terminated on July 1% of any year by any party to this Contract provided that notice of
intent to terminate is provided to all other parties no later than January 1% of that same year.
Upon termination, the County will be responsible for providing Dispatch Services to the West
Point Volunteer Fire and Rescue, as it would other fire and rescue departments located within
King William County, and the Town will be responsible for providing Dispatch Services for its
Police and Public Utilities Departments and each party will be responsible for its separate
maintenance or disposition of its own property related to such services. No jointly owned
property is anticipated by this Contract.

IV.  Contract Terms:
A. The Sheriff and the County hereby agree to provide the following:

1. Dispatch Service for the Town for West Point Volunteer Fire and Rescue, West Point
Police and after hours emergency calls for County and Town Public Utilities.
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2. Dispatch Services shall be provided twenty-four hours a day, three hundred and sixty
five days per year.

3. Dispatch Services shall be provided uniformly for the benefit of the residents of the
Town and the County. The level of service shall, at a minimum, always be consistent
with that currently provided by the County and the Sheriff. Dispatch Services shall
be provided to citizens of the Town and the County in an equal manner.

4. Emergency Notification System access for Town use. The current County
Emergency Notification System is Code Red (Internet-based) and the Town may use
the Emergency Notification System for emergency, or general, communication
purposes.

5. Importing periodic updates of Town E-911 database information to County’s
Emergency Communication system following initial conversion and importing of
Town’s database. The County shall be responsible for converting all digital files
provided by the Town to the County, to a format that is compatible with the County’s
Emergency Communications System.

B. The Town hereby agrees to provide the following:

1. The sum of $40,000 annually to the County while this Contract shall be in effect, for
the cost of operating expenses related to the provision of dispatch services to the
Town of West Point. However, pursuant to HB 455/SB 495, any Public Safety
Answering Point Grant funds received by the County that would have been payable
by the state to the Town, shall be credited toward the $40,000 annual sum to be paid
by the Town to the County, up to a maximum of $20,000. Up to one-half of the
$40,000 to be paid by the Town may come from state funds provided through the
Public Safety Answering Point Grant. The balance of any Public Safety Answering
Point Grant funds received by the Town in excess of $20,000 shall be forwarded by
the Town to the County or otherwise be made payable to the County and shall be
considered County funds in addition to the $40,000 annual payment from the Town to
the County.

2. The cost of switching the phone lines over for the 911 system and for the cost of a
temporary telephone line(s) to the King William Sheriff’s Office until such time as
the new radio system is in place.

3. An E-911 database of Town in a digital format, suitable for import to the County’s
Geographic Information System(s) and Emergency Communications System(s).

4. Periodic address assignments and related database information for structures and
other areas of the Town with assigned addresses. Such information shall be provided
in a digital format suitable for import to the County’s Geographic Information
system(s).

C. Method/Terms of Financing and Budget:
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Payments called for under Section IV of this Contract shall be paid monthly on the first
of each month at the rate of one twelfth of the annual amount due or in any other manner
acceptable to both parties and agreed to in writing. The County and Town shall maintain
separate budgets for their share of the costs of dispatch services.

D. Radios:

County/Sheriff communications policies and procedures will be followed for
Dispatch Services.

The Town shall ensure that its subscriber radios are compatible with the County’s
radio system.

The County shall notify the Town as soon as practical of any significant changes in
the system due to regulation changes, system enhancements, or interoperability
capabilities.

E. Mobile Data Computers:

Each jurisdiction is responsible for the purchase and maintenance of the mobile data
computers for their apparatus.

All equipment purchased must be compatible with the County’s system(s).

The County is responsible for network availability and maintenance.

F. Administration:

1.

All dispatch services shall be operated by the Sheriff, unless future responsibilities
are rearranged between the County and the Sheriff.

The Sheriff agrees to establish a working group composed of representatives of the
participating jurisdictions and others being served and convene a meeting within 45
days of the start of this Contract and thereafter quarterly, if needed, to discuss the
implementation and operational maintenance of policies, procedures and protocols.
Where a policy, procedure, or protocol is unclear to the working group, the group
shall convey its concerns to the Sheriff.

. The Town Police Department shall follow all VCIN/NCIC rules, regulations and

procedures, as interpreted and determined by the Sheriff.
The County and the Town will maintain similar content on their respective website(s)

regarding the operation of Dispatch Services, emergency notification services, and
other services related to this Contract.
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5. The County and the Town shall maintain separate Geographic Information Systems,
but may share data, equipment and services as mutually agreed upon for the purposes
of this Contract, and for related purposes as deemed appropriate by the parties.

6 The Town and the County maintain separate insurance policies appropriate for their
respective assets and operating practices and shall maintain such insurance policies in
the same types and amounts equal to or exceeding current levels. The County and the
Town may cooperate in obtaining insurance to cover such assets and operating
practices as may be deemed beneficial to the parties, and as permitted by the Code of
Virginia.

G. Modifications or Changes to the Contract:

All modifications and changes to this Contract shall be in writing and agreed to by both
parties. Any increases in charges, or additional costs that may arise must be agreed to in
writing by all parties, and no such increase shall take effect sooner than one hundred and
twenty days prior to the written agreement setting forth the amount of the increase.

H. Miscellaneous:

Should any part of this contract be deemed invalid or unenforceable, the remaining
provisions of the contract shall continue in full force and effect.

SUBJECT:  Summary of Changes to the Class and Compensation Plan

King William County adopted an updated personnel policy on December 14, 2015 which addressed
many deficiencies in the previous plan which hadn’t been updated since 1997. Part of this updated
plan, instructs staff to maintain an official class and compensation plan. The County Administrator has
the authority within budgetary limits to create and establish new classifications and positions,
reclassify existing classifications, delete or abolish positions, transfer positions between departments,
make changes in employee classifications to provide for proper administration of the classification
and pay plan, and to establish from funds allocated for such purpose, the compensation of each
employee within the designated salary range.

As part of granting this authority to the County Administrator, the pay and classification plan must be
brought to the Board of Supervisors annually at budget time to present a summary of the changes for
approval. Attached to this memo is the FY 2018 Class and Compensation Plan with the changes
shaded and below is a written explanation of the changes.

Deputy Commonwealth Attorney - funding was allocated in FY 2018 for an Assistant
Commonwealth Attorney position. This is an addition to the full time complement. This
position must be added to the County’s class and compensation plan. The position is
contingent upon continued receipt of the V-STOP grant by the Commonwealth Attorney’s
Office.

Deputy Clerk I Circuit Court — this is a new title creating three classification of Deputy Clerk.
The funding allocated for this position will 200% funded by the Compensation Board.
