2016 Land Use Revalidation 

The revalidation process for 2016 is beginning! There is no fee for revali-
dation.  In early September all of the land use program participants will 
receive a revalidation form. This form must be signed as instructed and 
returned with all supporting documentation by December 5, 2016. The re-
validation packet will consist of a General Information Sheet and it does 
require proof of use. For those with acreage in Forestry, you will not need 
to provide a new forest management plan if the plan you submitted in 
2015 is still in effect.  

 

Land Use Applications 

The applications for land use are due every 6 years and the revalidation 
does not take the place of the application.  The application fee is $150 
plus $.10 per acre.  If you have made any changes to your land in the 
land use program, you must reapply within 60 days of such change.  

 

Please be aware that State law requires any change in use be reported to 
the Office of the Commissioner of the Revenue.  Our staff is available 
Monday through Friday from 8:30 a.m. until 4:30 p.m. should you have 
any questions.
